IN THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES

April 18, 2006
Mr. YUCKENBERG introduced the following resolution; which was referred to the floor of the House of Representatives. 



RESOLUTION
Expressing the sense of the House of Representatives that the District of Columbia should be recognized as a Congressional district for purposes of representation in the House of Representatives. 

Whereas over half a million people living in the District of Columbia, the capital of our democratic nation, lack direct voting representation in the United States House of Representatives;

Whereas the District of Columbia residents have fought and died to defend our democracy in every war since the War of Independence;

Whereas the residents of the District of Columbia pay billions of dollars in Federal taxes each year;

Whereas the residents of the District of Columbia are required to pay Federal income taxes unlike the Americans who live in the territories;

Whereas the residents of the District of Columbia were allowed to vote in Federal elections until the passage of the Organic Act in 1801;

Whereas the Framers of the Constitution did not intend to deprive the citizens of the District of Columbia the right to vote;

Whereas the residents of the District of Columbia now suffer the very injustice of ‘Taxation without Representation’ which the Founding Fathers fought; 

Whereas our nation was founded on the principles of ‘one person, one vote’ and ‘government by the consent of the governed’: Now, therefore, be it


Resolved, By the House of Representatives that --
(1) The District of Columbia should be considered a Congressional district for purposes of representation in the House of Representatives.
(2)  The District of Columbia should be given full right as a State in regard to United States Military, Naval, and Air Force Academy appointments.
(3) Effective January 3, 2007, and until the taking effect of the first re-apportionment occurring after the regular decennial census conducted for 2010 --

(a) The membership of the House of Representatives should be increased by 2 members;
(b) The District of Columbia should be given one of the two members while the State of Utah should be given the other; and
(c) Each such Representative should be in addition to the membership of the House of Representatives as now prescribed by law. 
(4) The temporary increase in the membership of the House of Representatives should not --
(a) Operate to either increase or decrease the permanent membership of the House of Representatives;
(b) Affect the basis of reapportionment; or
(c) Be taken into account in determining the number of electors with respect to the 2008 Presidential election.
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
