To ensure the continuing federal funding for healthcare provided to illegal aliens through foreign aid funds.

Be it enacted by the U.S. Model House of Representatives,
SECTION 1. FINDINGS.

Congress makes the following findings:

(1) Census Bureau estimates that 8 million illegal aliens reside in the United States, and health care treatment for these 8 million illegal aliens places a sizable cost on medical providers and hospitals around the country.

(2) American citizens should not be forced to pay for the medical care of illegal aliens, especially when it is becoming more and more difficult for ordinary Americans to afford their own medical expenses. The act of giving medical attention to an illegal alien should be considered aid provided to people of foreign countries and the funding for their treatment should come from funds allocated to assistance for foreign countries

SECTION 2. PROGRAM.
(a) Availability of Funds- From the funds appropriated to carry out the provisions of 
sections 103, 105, 106, and 131, and chapter 10 of part I of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 $250,000,000 shall be made available each fiscal year (beginning with fiscal year 2010) to the Secretary of Health and Human Services which will be allotted according to the provisions referred to in subsection (b) for payments to eligible healthcare providers. Funds made available during a fiscal year will remain available until exhausted. 
(b) Use of Funds- All services provided to illegal aliens by healthcare providers and   

      hospitals in the United States shall be for amounts made available each fiscal year 
      under subsection (a). Healthcare providers and hospitals that receive funding for 
      services provided to illegal aliens will be required to document when treatment is 
      provided, where takes place and also the types of services provided. This information 
      will be reported to the Secretary of Health and Human services who will use these 
      reports to determine the need for federal funding and also the need for health care 
      services to illegal aliens. These reports may also provide valuable information about 
      the types of health care sought by illegal aliens and possibly lead to insight for 
      strengthening our borders.
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
