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A BILL

To require The National Foundation of Science, to establish a Math and Science rural development program

Be it enacted by the U.S. Model House of Representatives,
SECTION 1. FINDINGS.

Congress makes the following findings:

(1) U.S. Students score well below the international average, which includes both developed and developing nations, for math and science consistently from k-12.

(2) Students from rural areas score on average 10% lower in science and 6% lower in math assessment than those in urban areas where The National Foundation of Science’s Math and Science Partnership exists and rural students on average score 5% lower in assessment than the national average.

(3) Students from rural areas have less access to technologies, programs, and personnel necessary to foster an interest in the math and sciences.

(4) In order for America to become competitive internationally a larger majority of its students must be proficient in math and science.

(5) The key steps to increasing students interest in the careers of math and science are opportunities for internships, grants, awareness of those opportunities, and the promotion of careers in engineering, aviation, meteorology and other jobs related to the fields of math and science.

SEC. 2. PROGRAM.

(a) Establishment- The National Foundation of Science, to establish a math and science rural development program which will promote community wide science projects for students of all ages thereby increasing the number of U.S. students who wish to pursue science and math related careers. This will be done to increase the U.S competitiveness internationally for the future in the fields of math and science.

 Such program shall--

(1)  increase the number of students of k-12 age and college age who are interested in science, meteorology, aviation, technology, and mathematics;
(2) by offering summer camps and internship opportunities at local or state research labs;

(3) working in partnership with NASA and the National Weather Service Education programs to;

(4) advance the academic achievement of rural students in mathematics and science and; 

(5) to foster learning across the entire spectrum of the community; and;

(6) to establish regional science initiative planning boards to cater to the specific needs of the students of the rural area in which the program will take effect.

(b) Primary Beneficiaries-The program established shall be designed for the benefit of all rural regions of the United States, specifically those with unacceptable assessment scores and those areas who turn out few individuals who work in the fields of math and science.
