Be it enacted by the U.S. Model House of Representatives,
Section 1. Findings

Congress makes the following findings:

1) Air Traffic Controllers are a necessary component of the aviation industry.

2) 73% of the current controllers will be eligible to retire over the next 10 years.

3) Overloaded Air Traffic Controllers are more likely to make costly mistakes.

4) Airline Accidents could affect Americans from every walk of life.

5) Current plan calls for 34 facilities to cut back hours in a cost saving measure.

Section 2. Program

1. Establishment-The Federal Aviation Administration, shall establish a minimum number of Air Traffic Controllers, proportionate to the amount of traffic handled according to each airport, 24 hours a day.  Such program shall-

1. Protect citizens of the United States from an increase in airline accidents due to controller error.

2. Protect citizens of the United States who do not travel using the airlines, from the economic fallout that is created by an airline crash.

3. Ensure that every flight operating in the United States will have access to an Air Traffic Controller.

2. Primary Beneficiaries- The program established under subsection 1. shall be designed for the benefit of citizens of the United States, and all other passengers flying through the United States.
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
