A BILL

To require terrestrial vehicle that operate within the territories of the United States to operate on fuels composed of renewable resource origins.

Be it enacted by the U.S. Model House of Representatives,
SECTION 1. FINDINGS.


Congress makes the fallowing findings:

(1) Terrestrial Vehicles are to be considered as: any vehicle that operates by maneuvering on solid ground.  This will include and not be limited to: Cars, vans, pickups, busses, sports utilities vehicles, motorcycles, golf carts, all-terrain vehicles, tractors, tanks, trains, trucks, and construction equipment.

(2) Fuels composed of renewable resource origins are to be considered as: any fuel that powers the operating mechanism of a vehicle, that contain a percentage of fuel that has been created from a renewable resource.

(a.) Renewable resources shall be considered as but not limited to: A material that can be reproduced.

(3)       Title 49 Subtitle III Chapter 55 Subchapter I Section 5501. of the United States Code makes clear, “The United States Governments policy is, develop a National Intermodal Transportation System that is economically efficient and environmentally sound, provides the foundation for the United States to compete in the global economy, and will move individuals and property in an energy efficient way;” and for “The National Intermodal Transportation System shall consist of all forms of transportation in a unified, interconnected manner, including the transportation systems of the future, to reduce energy consumption and air pollution while promoting economic development and supporting the United States' preeminent position in international commerce.”

(4)      The United States Government is obligated to reduce energy consumption and air pollution, while promoting economic development and support the United States’ preeminent position in international commerce.  The required use of vehicles to operate on fuels composed of renewable resource origins will fulfill the United States Government’s obligations

SECTION 2.  PROGRAM.

(a) Establishment– All terrestrial vehicles that operate within the territories of the United States shall operate on fuels composed of renewable resource origins.  Such program shall –

(1) By January 1, 2009, all vehicles operating in the United States shall operate on fuels composed of a mixture of no less than twenty percent fuels created from renewable resources. 

(2) By January 1, 2019, all vehicles operating in the United States shall operate on fuels composed of a mixture of no less than ninety five percent fuels created from renewable resources.

(3) By January 1, 2009, any terrestrial vehicle operating in the United States that operates on fuels 100 percent created from renewable resources shall be exempt from the requirements listed in subsection (a), part (1) and (2).

(b) Primary Beneficiaries- The program established under subsection (a) shall be designed for the benefit all persons living in the territories of The United States and surrounding areas, the agricultural economy within The United States, the environment of populated areas of The United States, The United States’ position in international commerce, and the domestic terrestrial vehicle manufacturing economy.
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
