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A BILL

To establish a commission to study the health effects of depleted uranium and other toxic substances.
Introduced by Ms. Crane in the House of Representatives April 18, 2006
Be it enacted by the U.S. Model House of Representatives,
SECTION 1. FINDINGS.

1. Many veterans and individuals called upon for active duty are exposed to depleted uranium and other potentially harmful substances during their service 

2. There have been reports of service men and woman suffering from numerous health effects such as heart attacks, chronic respiratory difficulties, muscle spasms, chronic fatigue and a restricted airway among other things.

SECTION 2. PROGRAM.

(a) Establishment of a Health Effects Committee whose primary duties would be to-

1. Gather accurate information regarding occurrences where service men and woman have been exposed to hazardous material

2. Investigate as to whether or not these exposures have increased the risk of sickness and diseases in veterans

3. Extend screening for all military personal

4. Create a Health Registry to keep accurate records of recorded sufferings

5. Investigate effects of common substances used in battle

6. Provide an end of year report on potential health issues of materials such as depleted uranium, white phosphorous, napalm, and other possibly harmful substances 

7. Investigate preventative measures to be used to decrease exposure

(b) Primary Beneficiaries- This committee would benefit all veterans, present and future across the United States, Virgin Islands, American Samoa, Guam, and the Commonwealth of the Northern Marinas Islands.
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
