A Bill

To require public institutions of higher learning, which receive federal money, to allow qualified veterans of the Armed Services to be exempt from paying out-of-district and out-of-state tuition and fees.

Be it enacted by the U.S. Model House of Representatives, 
Section 1 Findings

We find the following:

1. College education has become ever more vital to citizens and the country all together.  Our sustained leadership in the world community relies upon the education and the skills of our citizens.

2. Individuals generally pay three times as much for out of state tuition as qualified individuals pay for in-state tuition.

3. Members serving protecting all 50 states not just the one in which they reside in or become part of the Armed Forces in.

Section 2 Enactment of Benefit
(a) Establishment – The governing board of each public institution of higher education shall exempt qualified veterans from the payment of out-of-district and out-of-state tuition and fees excluding charges for lodging and board.

a. A qualified individual referred to in (a) is an individual who meets the following requirements:

i. The individual was a member of the Armed Forces on active duty, as defined under section 12301(a), 12301(d), 12301(g), 12302, or 12304 of title 10.

ii. The individual has served on active duty at least 1 year, not necessarily all consecutive, but excluding training.
1. Exception to this requirement include:

a. The individual was injured during performance of their duties before the 1 year and was subsequently discharged.

b. The individual served in a declared combat zone or peacekeeping operation as defined by the Department of Defense.

iii. The individual has been discharged from the Armed Services with no less than an honorable discharge

iv. The individual, before requesting benefit under this act, has received a high school diploma (or equivalent certificate)

(b) The dependent(s) of a member of the Armed Services can inherit said exemption in this bill if the member was killed due to a service-related incident and that member met qualifications under section (a).

(c) The exemption is to be applied toward the members first Associate and/or Bachelor degrees unless:

a. They had a prior degree before enlisting in the Armed Services in which case the exemption can be applied toward their second Bachelor degree or graduate degree.
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
